A dedicated volunteer group has transformed space within an historic United Church into a new
Heritage Centre, providing a permanent home for a significant national collection of
Presbyterian artifacts after it was required to leave its former location in Toronto.

Carlisle United Church continues to worship and enjoy fellowship in the lower hall.

This project reflects years of commitment and care and offers visitors insight into faith history,
congregational life, and the evolution of rural Presbyterian communities.

Three mini organ concerts on the 1930 pipe organ rescued from the former Dorchester
Presbyterian Church will be held throughout the day.
